Grenell stated that this is the continuation of the budget workshop which is done both in 

South San Francisco and on coastside.  The budget remains the same with one change 

under Rates and Fees.  Staff recommended previously that there be a discount given to 

live aboards who pay the fees one year in advance of one month free rent.  This practice 

currently exists regarding berthing fees.  Grenell also emphasized major fiscal points are 

salary savings, new revenue and reduced debt service payment.

Grenell stated that staff has been moving forward with a smooth transition since the 

departure of Schnapp and staff is doing a great job.
